Yet, the
controversy surrounding the future of our watershed isnot
about theroot causesof itsills. Weknow thecauses. Theredl
contestisoneof public will—between thosewhowant to save
theriver and those who have other priorities. Actualy, I’'ve
never met anyonewhowasagaing cleaning uptheriver. More
often | meet peopleevery day whowho just don’t know what
can be done and who fear that there will never be enough
“public/politica will” tostop palluting our waterways. Andwhile
weareproud that our river cleanupsaregetting bigger annualy,
itisdisheartening each year to know that next year, theriver
will bejust as*trashy” . Somehow our standards have changed
fromanided of havingacleanriver, to onewherewemeasure
our prideand our progress by the endless amountsof trash
we remove. So, if we don’t fix the problems then we'll
obviously never be done cleaning it up. That is why
Riverkeeperspursue advocacy oriented solutionsto watershed
problems. | like to think we go after problems and not
symptoms. Wetry to avoid falling into thetrap of following
the path of least resistance (following the funding?).
Environmental organizations too often dothetasksfor which
funding can easily befound—invariably thisisthe stuff that
samply maintainsthe statusquo.

The 2005Annual Patuxent Cleanup wasawatershed-wide
success thispast April, thanksto the efforts of over 500 vol-
unteersin seven counties. Most sites participated on April

themonth. Citizens hauled severd tonsof trash and manmade
debrisfrom the Patuxent. The*“ stats” include about 24 sites
that pulled over 600 bags of trash, plus2 dumpster loadsand
12 pick-up trucksof bottles, cans, household and bulk litter.

Cleaning our
watershedsfor goodisanaimthat affectsall of us. Bad water iseverybody’s problem. We at Patuxent Riverkeeper
believethat the solution liesin engaging the problemsaat their source, working directly on the problems (not the
symptoms) and getting EVERY ONE involved. That'sall advocacy redlly is. Don’'t believethe negativesyou might
hear--advocacy isnot ungracious, controversia, unfriendly or risky. Itisessential and it’sour right!

2005 Patuxent Sojourn Garners Record Attendance

This year’s Patuxent Sojourn topped the charts in terms of
attendance, diversity, community participation and...the sheer
number of boats on the water.

Thelaunch
placewasfromalittle park near downtown Laurd, just below
the WSSC dam. Our send-off by Don’swife Carol wasfrom
ashady, moss-coated wall that isall that remains of aonce
busy mill installation. Theriver inthissectionisfrisky with
sectionsof small rapids. Inthewarm breeze we could hear
thefirst strainsof the“Laurel Day” aswedrifted through
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small rapidsand shady stretches of water. Asour journey began, thefirst thing wenoticed was.. thetrash. Therangeand
variety of discarded itemsthat have ended upintheriver isdazzling and vast. Theareasnear Laurel were navigable by
barge well into the late 1800's. In those days the region was kept clear of obstructionsin order to protect theiron
foundry businessthat was operated by the Snowdens. Today, thereisno way to imagine from thisbabbling brook in
Laurel that thiswasonceabusy commercial waterway. No evidencethat the areaonce bustled with hundreds of daves
whotoiled to keep theriver free of blockages so the barges could get through.

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“Never Let Your Husband Buy a Submarine!”

The above caption wasthe proposed title of a book once
planned about one of the oddest submarinewar stories of
thelast century. Resting in some of the deepest watersto be
foundin the Chesgpeake Bay, near themouth of the Patuxent
River liesthe sunken remainsof the*USS-S49”; aWWI
submarine. The* S’ seriesboatswereatransitional classof
submarine built right after World War |. The boatswere
240feet long, nearly 22 feet wide and could only diveto
about 200 feet. They looked alot like German U-Boats
whichinthat eracould lead to alarm. Designed for acrew
of 34 men and 4 officers, the S class boats saw combat
during World War Il but noneremain afloat today. Fifty-one of the boatswerebuilt between 1918 and 1922. The S
49 wasan unlucky boat. During operational testing at New London, Connecticut in 1926, one of the sub’sbatteries
exploded killing four crewmen and injuring e ght others. After repairsthe boat |anguished with no particular mission
and waseventually sold to aBatimorescrapyard in 1931. Theboat wasthen bought by an enterprising man named
Frank Christensen and became aside show attraction. Billed asa“ $2,000,000 Fighting Monster” and painted silver
to draw crowds, the boat was displayed in 1934 at the Chicago World's Fair and other big expositions of the day
earning it thetitle of “ Showboat Submarine”. Visitorstoured theretired sub for the sum of 25 centseach (15 cents
for kids!). However, at the start of WWII the owner encountered avariety of legal problemsand also reportedly
feared being mistaken for ahostile German sub while sailing the eastern seaboard, so heeagerly soldit back tothe
Navy for $1. Too obsolete for combat, the S-49 was towed to Solomon’s and rigged for remote controlled
operationto beused for target practice and testing of new torpedoes. The plan wasto submergethe submarine by
remote control on the Patuxent but on aday in December 1941 the S-49 submerged... and then just refused to
comeup to the surface again. There she sitstoday—upright on the bottom at 130 feet at aplace 525 yardsfromthe
tip of Point Patience near the Solomon’sBridgewhere sadly, at |east two curiousrecreationa divershave beenkilled
inthetreacherous currentsaong theslvery hulk which issheathed inoyster shellsand abandoned fishinglineinthe
gloomy river depths. The S-49 has now becomethe stuff of Patuxent legend.

Many arereluctant to do thisand somefed they just need to ded with the section nearest
them. We believethat abroader, greater vision of theriver isneededin order to dedl effectively withitslarge
scaleproblems.

Getting better monitoring and impr oved enfor cement. Citizensmust beinvolved directly in
taking back their watersheds. We seek to provide opportunitiesfor everyday peopleto get involvedin protecting
the resource and to merge their local effortsinto a more global network to protect the river. We foster
activitiesthat will maketheriver better and empower peopleto create positive outcomes.

Tackling thetough and nasty j obsWe haveto pinpoint the actual problems (not the symptoms!)
ontheriver and attack thoseissuesat their source and firsthand. We cannot just focus on those mattersthat
areeasy, non controversiad Weneed to bewilling to get our handsdirty and start with thetough jobs, al while
applying our resourcesonthoseareasthat will really makeadifferenceinwater quality.

Raisngawarenessand interest Itiskey that the public understandsthe magnitude of the challenges
facing theriver and that theriver will benefit from better laws, policies, designations, recognitionsand any
other form of suitable protectionsaimed at ensuring that theresourceis protected from private effortsto set
policiesbased on personal profit or gaininstead of the publicinterest.

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WSSC Signs L egal Pact

The Maryland Department of the Environment, The
Environmental Protection Agency and four local
conservation groups have unveiled abinding agree-
ment that if approved by the Federal courtswould
cal for millionsof dollarsto be spentimproving sys-
temsand operationsrelated to some5,000 milesof
pipelinethat serve Washington Suburban Sanitary
Commission operations. WSSC ownsand operates
the sanitary sewage collection system that collects
wastewater from resdentsof M ontgomery and Prince
George' scountiesinMaryland. WSSCalegedly vio-
lated the Clean Water Act by failing to properly op-
erate and maintainits sewage collection system, re-
aultingin sanitary sewageoverflowsinto areastreams
and backupsinto buildings. Additionally therewill
beimprovements inthe qudity and extent of waste
water treatment (enhanced nutrient reduction) at the
Western Branch Plant on the Patuxent River plus
added preservationof landsinthenear vicinity of
thedrinking water reservoirslocated in the north of
the Patuxent River. There are al so requirementsto
make storm drainimprovementsin Prince George's
and Montgomery County.

Mercury in the Patuxent ?

Thereisnationwide concern about theill effectsof mercury
contamination foundin our waterwaysfrom the deposition
of arborneemissionsfrom coal burning power plants. The
mercury is passed up the food chain—from bacteriain
mercury-laden sediments to phytoplankton to fish and
shellfishand thento birds, wild animals, and humans. Since
anima saccumul ate mercury faster than they candiminateit
fromtheir bodies, animasconsumehigher and higher levels
of mercury at each successive step inthefood chain. So,
even at very low atmospheric depositionrates, inareasfar
from point sources, mercury biomagnification can produce
toxic levelsin humans consuming contaminated seafood.
The Patuxent Riverkeeper hasembarked on anindependent
study of fishfromour river totakeafreshlook at therisks
toeveryday anglers. Laboratory testing for thiseffortisbeing
provided by The Environmental Quality Ingtitutein North
Carolina with funding and technical assistance from
Waterkeeper Alliance. However, various surveys have
reved ed that peopleat greatest risk for contaminationfrom
the seafood they eat are often those | east knowledgeable
about therisks. Thisincludesworking poor, ethnic minorities
andimmigrant communities. The Riverkeeper isseeking new
waysto reach out to these overlooked and under-notified
sectors of the river community. The outcomes should
recognizetheimportance of fishingintheMaryand culture
and economy while encouraging more prudence by
consumers. Maryland hassevera cod burning power plants
that lack modern scrubbing technology to cleanseemissions
of harmful contaminants (like Mercury) beforethey enter
theatmosphere. During the pring 2005 L egidative sesson
several MD legidatorshad their personal mercury levels
tested and came up with unusually elevated levels. There
was abill introduced that would have put tighter limits/
controlsontheold power plantsresultinginlowered mercury
emissions. It did not pass. Theregulators have been much
faster to suggest moderation of finand shellfishinour diets.
Whilethereare other alarming contaminantsto befoundin
our waterways and food supply, mercury isonethat has
been thoroughly studied withitsnegative effectson human
health well documented. At a recent meeting of all the
Chesapeake Regiona Waterkeeperstherewas unanimous
support to work together on mercury related issues and
awareness.
